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His ascent toward some of mountaineering’s greatest achievements

didn’t begin with a specific goal. Rather, as Eric Remza tells it, a seed was

planted at Vestal High School. ¶ Daniel Bursch, an astronaut whose pic-

ture was among the first to adorn the Golden Bear Hall of Fame, visited

the school and left at least one student star-struck. ¶ “In a way it was

almost like this full-circle experience because I was so inspired by this

astronaut,” Remza said 20 years later, a couple of weeks after helping

guide a second expedition to Mount Everest. “At a young age I wanted to

be an astronaut myself and climbing Everest or climbing an 8,000-meter

peak is obviously the closest thing you can get to outer space.” ¶ Remza

graduated in 1993 and began a journey that has taken him from Apalachin

to the Adirondacks and on to Africa and Antarctica. To boot, he does it for

a living, leading or aiding expeditions as a mountain guide. ¶ To top it off,

he is one trip to Russia and a climb to 18,510 feet above sea level from

completing the Seven Summits.
